Carmangay Lions Club/Lions Legacy 
Scholarship

This scholarship is given to a student who is a resident of the Carmangay area at the time 
of High School Graduation, and is registered to attend a post-secondary institution. The 
applicant must provide information about their community service, volunteerism and 
leadership.

Bob Arlt Forestry/Agriculutre Scholarship This award is offered to a graduate of WCCHS who is enrolled in a post-secondary 
institution with a course term of at least one year in the study of Agriculture, Forestry or 
Environmental Sciences and demonstrates leadership, involvement in community and 
school and is in need of financial assistance.

Florence A. Wilford Scholarship This annual scholarship has been established for a ‘well rounded student’ who 
completed a minimum of SIX YEARS at Stavely School and is pursuing post-secondary 
education at a recognized university, college, and technical school or apprenticeship 
program. The award recipient is chosen based on leadership, community service and 
academic standing in both high school and post-secondary studies. Candidates must 
have completed at least one semester or term at a post-secondary institution to be 
eligible.

Stavely Education Foundation 
Scholarships

To be eligible, students must have attended Stavely School for a minimum of four years. 
The candidate will submit a paragraph sharing a favorite memory of Stavely School. The 
candidate will ensure that an official confirmation of enrollment/registration from a 
recognized post secondary institution dated no earlier than September 30th of the 
scholarship year is submitted to the Stavely Education Foundation along with the 
completed application. Preference is given to first time applicants.

University of Lethbridge Entrance 
Scholarships

The University of Lethbridge offers many entrance awards. Make sure you apply online 
before the March 15th deadline. The application process takes about an hour to 
complete. One award in particular is for students from the Claresholm area (search: 
Oliver Collumbell Kelly Memorial Scholarship - depending on the number of applicants 
received to the U of L from WCCHS, the award can range between $1000 and $8000. The 
$1000 Board of Governors’ scholarship is given to an applicant who has applied before 
December 15 with a final admission average of over 80%.

Western Inspirational Award This bursary is awarded to a WCCHS graduate who has overcome adversity 
(mental/physical, financial hardship, family issues and/or who has displayed outstanding 
community or school spirit as an organizer, participant or volunteer; and/or who has 
demonstrated inspirational conduct, whether an act of heroism or leadership in a crisis. 
Proof of enrollment and attendance at post-secondary is required by early September.

Cairo Lodge #32 Bursary Fund Cairo Lodge is the Claresholm chapter of the Ancient Free and Accepted Masons, 
instated June 24, 1908. This award is given to a WCCHS student who demonstrates 
community involvement and school spirit. The student must show that he/she has been 
accepted into a post-secondary institution (preference will be for a Canadian College or 
University).

Willow Creek School Bus Drivers 
Association

This bursary is awarded to a rural student eligible to utilize school bus transportation. 
Students may or may not be continuing on to post-secondary studies to receive this 
award. Completion of a short submission including the applicant’s name, their school and 
bus driver’s name and the number of years they rode the bus may be required. 
Preference will be given to students who have numerous CTS and RAP credits obtained 
during their time in high school.

Lucy Clifton (Bedinfield-Wehrfritz)
Traditionally, Lucy Bedinfield-Wehrfritz, a long time supporter of our school has provided 
up to six students (three from WCCHS and three from FPW) with the opportunity to 
receive $2000 each. The student must have at least 90% attendance in his/her final year 
of high school, display a willingness to work to the best of their abilities and be accepted 
into a post-secondary institution in an artistic or trades focused career field. Lucy passed 
away at the age of 94 on June 24, 2022. Lucy's family is continuing to support LRSD 
students at WCCHS and FPW for the next 10 years in her memory.

Glen Keeley Memorial Scholarship This scholarship is provided to a student who is registered at any post-secondary 
institution including technical and trade schools, is a Canadian citizen, Alberta resident 
and has attended school in Claresholm, Stavely, or Nanton for at least 1 year. The 
student must have achieved good academic standing in grade 12, or previous year of 
post-secondary, and has demonstrated the qualities of leadership, community spirit, and 
involvement in extracurricular activities.
